Enumerated and Implied Powers
Article I, Section 8 of the Constitution includes 17 enumerated powers of Congress. Some of these are listed below. Congress has the power to...
· make and collect taxes.
· borrow money.
· regulate trade between the states and with foreign nations.
· coin money, and establish a system of weights and measures.
· establish post offices. 
· promote the progress of science and art by granting patents and copyrights. 
· declare war.
· to raise and maintain an army and navy.
Article I, Section 8, also includes two general statements, or implied powers of Congress. 
· Clause 18 grants Congress the power to make all laws which shall be deemed "necessary and proper" for carrying out the enumerated powers. 
· Congress may also promote the "General Welfare of the United States."
