Homework. Begin reading on p. 517 on Judicial Review, and answer the following questions.
1. What is Judicial Review?

The power of the Supreme Court to declare a law unconstitutional.

2. Why was Marbury Suing? Why did he sue Madison?

Marbury sued to receive the commission (court position) he was appointed to by John Adams.
Marbury sued Madison, who was Secretary of State, and was responsible for delivering the commission.
3. Why did Jefferson order Madison to not deliver the commissions?

He was angry that Adams was trying to pack the court with Federalist judges who would serve for 


life.
4. How did the Judiciary Act of 1789 play a role in Marbury v. Madison?

The act gave the Supreme Court original jurisdiction over cases like this, where a federal official 


suing another.
5. What was the court’s ruling in Marbury v. Madison? Explain, using the Judiciary Act of 1789.
They said the Judiciary Act of 1789, which said Marbury could bring the case directly to the Supreme Court, was unconstitutional. The case would need to be heard in a lower federal court,

and could only come to them on appeal. 

In doing so the Supreme Court had established the power of Judicial Review.
